On 1 May 2007 the Screening document for the Corporate Plan 2007-11 was submitted to the Scottish Executive’s Strategic Environmental Assessment Gateway for consideration under Section 9(3) of the Act.

This was submitted by the Executive to the statutory Consultation Authorities, the Scottish Ministers (acting through Historic Scotland), Scottish Environment Protection Agency and Scottish Natural Heritage.

3.
In its response, on 29 May 2007, it summarised the individual views and provided copies of the letters, that it had received from the Consultation Authorities, outlining their opinions.

Historic Scotland and Scottish Natural Heritage considered that the Corporate Plan contained clauses that protected both the cultural and natural heritage.

6.
SEPA
considered that in respect of its main areas of interest (air, water, soil, human health and climatic factors) that the projects listed in the plan had the potential to have significant strategic environmental effect. As a consequence it formally determined that a Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) was required.

7.
The nature of the Corporate Plan, in that it draws on actions contained in other plans, strategies and programmes, some of which do not originate from the council initiated discussions between the council and SEPA.

8.
As a consequence, protective environmental measures, described in the West Lothian Local Plan, were introduced as amendments to the Corporate Plan.

9.
On the basis of this SEPA confirmed, on 16th July 2007, that it was content that the Plan, in its own right, will not likely lead to significant environmental effects. It anticipated, of course, that plans, programmes and strategies brought forward by the council to implement the Corporate Plan will, when required, be subject to SEA.

10.
On receiving this advice the council made the determination, on 14th August 2007, that the Corporate Plan did not require a SEA .
